How will Ballot Measures 66 and 67 
affect funding for Oregon’s schools?
Throughout Oregon, schools are experiencing the affects of reduced state funding (Please see other side, “How have Oregon’s K-12 students and schools been affected by reduced state funding?”).  The January 26 election will determine, in part, whether schools will continue to be funded at current levels, or experience further reductions.  That’s because the expected revenue from Measures 66 and 67 is included in the state funding allocated to schools for the 2009-10 and 2010-11 school years.
Below is the amount of funding some districts are expecting from Measures 66 and 67, according to Oregon Association of School Business Officials estimates, as well as how that funding equates to numbers of teachers and school days in each district for the 2009-11 biennium.

It is important to note that the “equates to” estimates of teachers and school days is provided for perspective about the potential school funding impacts of ballot measures 66 and 67 in each district.  If the revenue package is not approved, it is likely that schools and the rest of state government would experience mid-biennium reductions.  Local school boards have not yet determined what budget cuts to make if the measures are not approved.  It is likely that not all cuts would come from any one area of school district budgets; instead, in most cases, they would come from some combination of teacher and staff layoffs, shortened school years, higher class sizes and other reductions.
*Teacher estimates above include licensed personnel such as librarians and counselors.  They also include estimate of additional staff loss because of unemployment costs.
